TORONTO, August, 16, 2010.  Co-founders Jimi Bertucci and Marisa Beaco-Lang of the world’s first Italian Walk of Fame (IWOF) are delighted to announce the five inductees being honoured with stars on September 6, 2010 in Toronto, Canada.

Stars will be presented to:

Armand Assante – Emmy Award Winning actor

Enrico Colantoni - Gemini Award Winning actor

Frank Iacobucci – Companion of the Order of Canada, Justice of the Supreme Court of Canada

Frank Mancuso Sr.- former Hollywood CEO & Chair of Paramount and MGM Studios
Dean Martin - (posthumous) Legendary Actor, Comedian and Singer –son, Ricci Martin, will accept the award on his father’s behalf. 

The red carpet star unveiling ceremonies will take place in Toronto’s “Little Italy” in front of the CHIN Building (622 College St.) at 1:00 pm on Sept 6, 2010. A gala awards dinner will follow later that day at Riviera Parque Banquet & Convention Centre in Vaughan (2800 Hwy 7 West) at 6:00 pm.

About the Italian Walk of Fame

The Italian Walk of Fame is located in the heart of downtown’s famed tourist destination known as “Little Italy”. “The ‘Walk’ aims to celebrate the extraordinary achievements and significant contributions of Italians in all fields and industries, both locally and globally”, said Co-Founder Jimi Bertucci, who grew up in Toronto’s “Little Italy”.
“At last year’s historical event, we began the tradition of placing stars bearing the names of these individuals permanently and prominently on the sidewalk in Little Italy. Six individuals were recognized with a lasting reminder of their contributions and accomplishments. The unprecedented support from the community for the first chapter of this ongoing celebration was overwhelming”, said Co-Founder Marisa Beaco-Lang. Due to the overwhelming public presence, College Street, between Clinton and Grace Streets will be temporarily closed for the Induction ceremonies, allowing the Toronto public a live look at the honoured guests.  
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ARMAND ASSANTE

Award-winning American actor Armand Assante has given memorable performances in such movies as “Private Benjamin”, “The Marrying Man”, “1492: Conquest of Paradise”, “Judge Dredd” and “American Gangster” to name a few. Assante, however, is probably most celebrated for his work on the small screen. A regular on two NBC series, “How to Survive a Marriage” (as Johnny McGee) and “The Doctors” (as Dr. Mike Powers), he scored his first triumph with his role of Richard Mansfield on the CBS miniseries “Jack the Ripper”, for which he took home nominations at the Emmy and Golden Globe Awards. He later won an Emmy Award as well as Golden Globe and Screen Actors Guild nominations for the HBO drama “Gotti”, where he brilliantly portrayed crime kingpin John Gotti. Assante was later again nominated for a Golden Globe as well as a Golden Satellite award for his portrayal of Odysseus in the miniseries adaptation of “The Odyssey”. 
ENRICO COLANTONI

Born in Toronto, and one of the most versatile actors in television and film today, Enrico Colantoni is best known as the womanizing fashion photographer “Elliott DiMauro” on NBC’s long-running hit, “Just Shoot Me,” America’s favorite dad/PI “Keith Mars” on the CW’s cult classic, “Veronica Mars” opposite Kristen Bell, and as everyone’s favourite loveable alien, “Commander Mathesar,” in the sci-fi beloved film GALAXY QUEST alongside Tim Allen and Sigourney Weaver. Colantoni currently stars on the new hit CBS primetime drama “Flashpoint” as “Sgt. Gregory Parker,” the lead officer in charge of a group of handpicked elite cops in the SRU (inspired by Toronto's Emergency Task Force)
FRANK IACOBUCCI

The son of Italian immigrant parents, Frank Iacobucci  received his Masters of Law at the prestigious Cambridge University .  Iacobucci practised corporate law in New York and then served as a professor at the University of Toronto’s Faculty of Law from 1967 until 1982 as well as Dean of the law faculty from 1979 until 1982.  Mr. Iacobucci was a Puisne Justice on the Supreme Court of Canada from 1991 to 2004 when he retired from the bench. Mr. Iacobucci  was made a Companion of the Order of Canada in 2007. The Frank Iacobucci Centre for Italian Canadian Studies at the University of Toronto was named in his honour. 

FRANK MANCUSO SR.  
Frank Mancuso has had a distinguished career in the entertainment industry spanning four decades culminating with his leadership of Paramount and MGM Studios. During his tenure he oversaw such memorable film triumphs as Stargate, Species, Get Shorty, Leaving Las Vegas, The Birdcage, Ronan, The Thomas Crown Affair, The James Bond Series (Golden Eye, Tomorrow Never Dies, The World is not Enough Top Gun, Ferris Bueller’s Day Off, Crocodile Dundee, Fatal Attraction, The Untouchables, The Hunt for Red October, Ghost, Godfather III, The Adam’s Family, Indiana Jones, Beverly Hills Cop, Star Trek. His many successes in television include, Cheers, Family Ties, Star Trek The Next Generation, Entertainment Tonight and The Arsenio Hall Show.
DEAN MARTIN

Martin's hit singles included "Memories Are Made of This", "That's Amore", "Everybody Loves Somebody", "Mambo Italiano", "Sway", "Volare" and "Ain't That a Kick in the Head?". Nicknamed the "King of Cool" he was one of the members of the "Rat Pack" and a major star in four areas of show business: concert stage/night clubs, recordings, motion pictures, and television.  He and Jerry Lewis were known as the comedy team of the phenomenon known as “Martin and Lewis”, “America’s favourite entertainers”.
